The dealership first
opened in Yonkers in 1954 and

moved to its current location at 1839 Central
Park Avenue in 1963.

Principal Jonathan Grant explained that the
“entire dealership has been renovated with a
new exterior, improved signage, and an interior
design designed to make the most of space —
including a new showroom, customer waiting
area and new service write-up area.” Along
with partners Tony Oliveri and Dan Oliveri,
Grant feels that “the investment sends a posi-
tive message for Chrysler, Yonkers and the
dealership.”

Yonkers Deputy Mayor William Regan
stated “This project promises many new area
jobs, revenue, input into the tax base and
fabric of the Yonkers community.”
